The Group Study Exchange (GSE) Program of The Rotary 
Foundation of Rotary International is an educational 
program to promote international understanding through 
organized travel and personal contacts. The Rotary 
Foundation provides travel grants for the exchange of 
teams of professional men and women from two countries. 
For four to six weeks, team members visit public as well as 
private organizations and institutions in the host country, 
experience life in the host country, study their own 
professions as practiced abroad, develop personal and 
professional relations, and exchange ideas. 
 
Whereas The Rotary Foundation provides the general 
framework and travel grants, each GSE program is the 
responsibility of two paired Rotary districts, one in each 
country. The details of the program – the visit schedules as 
well as the hosting arrangements – are the result of work 
done by GSE committees, local GSE area committees and 
Rotary clubs in each district. 
 
Each GSE team consists of four non-Rotarians plus an 
experienced Rotarian as the team leader. During their stay 
in the host country, team members are the houseguests of 
Rotarians and their families, and thus get an opportunity to 
share everyday life in the host country.

But in addition to Malmö's burgeoning population, the city itself 
is growing too, having found - and is consolidating - its position 
in the expanding Öresund region, mostly thanks to the Öresund 
Bridge which crosses the Öresund strait to the Danish capital 
Copenhagen.  
 
Scania is also the home of very forward-thinking and competitive 
companies on the international arena, e.g. SonyEricsson, Ericsson 
Mobile Platform, Astra-Zeneca, Tetra Laval, Gambro and 
functional food companies just to mention some of them. Most of 
them are situated in the Science Parks near the two major 
universities in Lund and Malmö. Lund University is the largest 
one and will soon celebrate a 350 year anniversary and has a 

worldwide reputation of advanced 
research and development. 
 
We look forward seeing you and we 
hope you will have a wonderful stay 
with your Rotarian hosts.

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A few words about Sweden and District 2390 
of Rotary International  
 
Sweden is the largest of the five Nordic countries: 
Denmark, Finland, Iceland, Norway and Sweden. With a 
population of more than 9 million people, Sweden is not a 
densely populated country. In terms of area, it is the fourth 
largest country in Europe. It measures roughly 1.600 
kilometres from north to south, and averages 400 
kilometres across. To the west, a long border follows the 
crest of the Scandinavian mountain range, which divides 
Sweden from Norway. To the northeast, Sweden shares a 
short border with Finland. Otherwise, Sweden is 
surrounded by water. 
 
Sweden’s national government is based on the principles 
of popular sovereignty, representative democracy and 
parlamentarism. King Carl XVI Gustaf is Sweden’s head 
of state. Our current Prime Minister is Mr. Fredrik 
Reinfeldt. Sweden is a member of the European 
Community. 
 
At the beginning of this Rotary year, Sweden had 10 
Rotary Districts with a total of 560 Swedish clubs with 
over 30.000 Rotarians. District 2390 of Rotary 
International now consists of 62 Rotary clubs with totally 
over 3.400 members within the northwestern, central, 
southwestern and southeastern part of the province of 
Scania (Scania) (see map on the back of this program 
leaflet). With about one million inhabitants, Scania is one 
of the most populous provinces in Sweden. Scania was 
once part of Denmark. It is part of Sweden since 1658, but 
still has considerable cultural links to Sjaelland, the 
easternmost part of Denmark. Now that a bridge has been 
built across the strait “Öresund” – as the result of a very 
large international construction project completed in year 
2000 – we can now see that the old links between Scania 
and Sjaelland is getting even more important.

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Welcome to the Malmö area and your first 
week in Sweden. (May 5 –13) 
 
With a population of almost 270.000, Malmö is the 
nation’s third largest city. With the July 1, 2000 new 
bridge to Copenhagen, the Metropolitan area of these two 
cities is more than 3,5 million people which actually makes 
it one of the ten largest areas in Europe. The bridge is the 
largest combined railway-motorway bridge in the world. 
 
Malmö is probably the most international place in Sweden 
with almost any foreign culture represented by its 
inhabitants. In one of the residential areas people from 
other parts of the world are actually more than 80 per cent 
of the residents. Malmö was Danish up till 1658. Of course 
the  Danish-Swedish history goes back to the 12th century 
and beyond and many in this southernmost part of Sweden 
actually consider Copenhagen more their capital than 
Stockholm. Malmö together with the small town 
Skanör/Falsterbo on the southwest tip, has been an 
important trading place since the 1100´s. Especially during 
the Hanseatic trade union (an early EU) several hundred 
years ago. During the first 70-80 years of the 20th century 
Malmö was a heavy industry city with one of the world’s 
largest shipyards, woollen and hosiery industry (the 
pantyhose was invented here). Before World War II 
Malmö had the largest airport in Scandinavia, an airport 
that was the main escape field for the Allied Air Forces 
during that war. Almost all of these industries are no more 
and today Malmö is very much a working place for the 
”Brain people”: Everything dealing with computers, 
different consulting areas, pharmacy. Malmö has since a 
couple of years a university, very much aiming to satisfy 
the need of these companies. 
 
Malmö is a very multi-faceted place, being both the 
commercial and public service centre of Scania. Malmö is 
also considered as one of Sweden’s foremost cultural 
centres. The famous director Ingemar Bergman was head 
of the City theatre for six years when his fame really went 
off.

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Welcome to Lund and its surroundings and 
your third week in Sweden  
(May 20 - 27) 
 
Most things seem to indicate that it was a Danish Viking, 
King Svend Forkbeard, who founded Lund in about 990. 
That Canute the Great, sovereign of the United Kingdom 
of England and Denmark, singled out this site in southern 
Sweden for what was later to become the religious, 
political, cultural and commercial centre of the whole of 
Scandinavia was triple tribute indeed – to Lund’s 
favourable geographical location, to townfolk diligence, 
and to the green and fertile landscape of the lovely 
province of Scania. Today’s Lund, with a population of 
more than 100.000 and acreage of 443 square kilometres, 
is the result of a merger in 1973 between the original city 
and four other municipalities. 
 
Consecrated in 1145, the Lund Cathedral is the finest 
Romanesque building in Scandinavia, a splendid testimony 
about the oldest archbishopric in Scandinavia and a lasting 
reminder that half a dozen monasteries once enriched this 
area. 
 
The University of Lund was founded in 1668 and 
commenced its education two years later. Today, it has 
about 40.000 students, many of them from a range of 
foreign countries. From ancient times, Lund has been a 
meeting place where people from near and far have 
gathered to discuss their affairs. In Lund of today this 
tradition is kept very much alive with a year round 
calendar of scientific and commercial conferences and 
seminars. 
 
Lund and its immediate surroundings present a great 
variety of sceneries. There is a charming blend of old and 
new, a rich farmland as well as highly industrialized areas. 
Lund also hosts several international high technology 
enterprises, particularly in the biomedical, information 
technology and telecommunication areas.

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Welcome to the central western parts of 
Scania (May 27 – June 3) 
 
The town of Landskrona was founded in 1413 by Erik av 
Pommern. In 1549 King Christian III had the Landskrona 
Castle, the Citadellet, built, which turned Landskrona into 
a fortified town. Scania and Landskrona were Danish until 
the peace treaty in Roskilde in 1658, when the Swedes 
conquered the attractive area with its important coastline 
along the Sound. 
In the Nordic countries, the Citadell is the best preserved 
fortification from the 1500´s with double moats.  On the 
fortification ramparts around the Citadellet you find 
Sweden´s oldest allotment area. 
The collections of Landskrona Museum gives a good 
picture of the town´s history and the several famous locals, 
such as aviation pioneer Enoch Thulin and author Selma 
Lagerlöf. 
Today Landskrona is a town with a significant 
manufacturing industry. Sport, culture and tourism are 
areas that have become of greater importance. The 
municipality has more than  40,000 inhabitants 
  
The island of Ven was formed about 4500 BC. Rich finds 
are evidence of the Stone and Bronze Age habitation. The 
1500´s are associated with the Danish astronomer Tycho 
Brahe and his buildings – a castle and an underground 
observatory – that made the island widely known. 
The grass-covered sloping cliffs offer enchanting views 
over the Sound. They are a nature reserve and are found 
around the whole island. The cliffs are highest on the south 
side of the island, about 40 m above sea level. 
Due to its position in the Sound and its advantageous 
climate, you find Europe´s most northern cultivation of 
Durum wheat, the special wheat used for pasta, on the 
island. Other local products are goat´s cheese and ice 
cream. 
Nowadays, Ven has about 370 inhabitants, but in 
summertime the island is filled with summer guests and 
tourists. Ven is a lovely island for cycling, and there are no 
less than 1,200 bright yellow bicycles for hire. 
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The municipal district of Lomma is located at the Öresund 
coast, north of the city of Malmö. The municipality was 
created in January 1963, through an amalgamation of the 
urban district of Lomma and the rural district of Flädie. 
The total land area is 56 square km and the water area in 
Öresund is 34 square km. 
The district includes three residential areas: Bjärred with 
8.400 inhabitants, Lomma with 8.300 inhabitants and the 
remaining 1.400 inhabitants live in small villages or out in 
the countryside. 
The distance by road Lomma – Malmö is 8 km and 
Lomma – Lund is 10 km. 
Lomma is a typical small-house district and most of the 
inhabitants live in familyhouses owned by them.   
 
The small town of Kävlinge is situated in the midst of 
South Sweden´s urban region. Kävlinge has efficient 
public transports connecting to bigger city centres, 
universities and to the Continent of Europe. Kävlinge is 
located by the sea and has two harbours. The landscape is 
characterised by an interplay between historic sites and 
contemporary high technology. You find ancient burial 
grounds, Viking trading centres, interesting medieval 
churches in an altering agricultural landscape with 
beautiful nature and modern commercial centres. Kävlinge 
has 25 000 inhabitants. The biggest working sectors are 
business trading, food industry and energy. For 
recreational activities, Kävlinge is surrounded by Sweden´s 
richest pike fishing waters (possible both by the sea and in 
basins), beautiful nature areas, yachting harbours and one 
of the most well renowned golf courses in Europe.

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Welcome to the north western part of Scania 
and your last week in Sweden 
(June 3 – 9) 
 
Situated at the narrowest part of Öresund, the sound 
between Denmark and Sweden, Helsingborg is often 
referred to as the Pearl of the Sound – a name which it 
lives up to when the light reflects off the water and plays 
on the stylish facades of the waterside buildings. 
It is an ancient town, which received its town charter as 
early as the year 985. Today the city has more than 120 
000 inhabitants. In Helsingborg you can relax and enjoy 
the open and positive atmosphere, whether you are 
strolling in the new elegant harbour area, along the 
shopping streets, the picturesque lanes or crossing the 
inviting squares of the city. 
Dunker Cultural Centre, a brand new museum and recently 
open to the public, offers you interesting exhibitions 
throughout the year. The keep tower Kärnan, a well-
known landmark, the beautiful Church of Saint Mary from 
1450 and the impressive Town Hall create an exciting 
historic background for a tour through the city. 
Near Helsingborg you will find Sofiero Castle, once the 
summer residence of the late King Gustaf VI Adolf. 
Overlooking Öresund, the palace is surrounded by velvet-
smooth lawns, luxuriant woodland and dazzling 
flowerbeds. There are more than 10.000 rhododendrons in 
bloom in June. 
Wrams Gunnarstorp is a beautiful castle, situated in the 
rich and woody inland east of Helsingborg. The history of 
Wrams Gunnarstorp can be traced back to the 16th century 
and it is built in the old Danish King Christian IV style. It 
is still in private ownership and is normally closed to the 
public, but the Tornerhjem family is happy to welcome the 
GSE team for a guided tour, and hopefully there will be 
time for a visit.. The gardens were at one time greatly 
admired by the famous Swedish botanist, Carl von Linné. 
The Kulla Peninsula between Skälderviken and Öresund 
has inspired innumerable painters and poets. Along the 
coast of the peninsula there are many charming fishing 
ports with restaurants and inns offering delicious food. 
Near Arild, you will find the Lundgren Girl´s famous 
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coffeehouse. King Gustaf VI Adolf made a habit of visiting 
this idyllic place as part of his stay at Sofiero. The red 
cliffs of Kullaberg rise almost vertically from the water. If 
you are an intrepid visitor you can join a cave walk, a 
snorkelling safari or try rock climbing. 
The northwest of Scania is rightly known as the ceramics 
centre of Sweden, with more than sixty potters and studios. 
Höganäs is the main town in the district and Boda Nova 
Höganäs Ceramics is Sweden´s largest manufacturer of 
stoneware. Do not miss the Höganäs museum, which 
houses Sweden´s foremost collection of salt-glazed ware. 
 
The region offers not only regular sightseeing tours but 
also more unusual activities, such as watercolour painting 
at Sofiero, cooking with one of Sweden´s most famous 
chefs, fishing trips on Öresund and walks in the Kullaberg 
Nature Reserve. If you are a golfer, you can choose among 
23 golf courses in the Helsingborg area and if you have 
ever dreamed of riding an Icelandic pony, you can take 
part in guided treks at Kullaberg.
